50ml of descaler to water container of hand warm iron.  Top up water container with warm water and set 
control to steam position.  Gently shake iron over sink until solution starts to drain through the steam holes, 
allowing to drain for 30 minutes.  Rinse thoroughly with cold water and dry. 

 
SHOWER HEADS Add 50ml of descaler to 300ml of warm water in a plastic container.  Immerse shower head in solution until 

scale is removed.  Rinse out container and shower head thoroughly.
